Tamil Nadu Agricultural University is the premier institution providing agricultural 
education in Tamil Nadu, with a vision to impart quality education in agriculture and allied 
sciences and to foster collaboration in agricultural education, research and outreach with national 
and international institutions of repute. It is the pioneer institute in using innovative and new 
technologies like ICT enabled e-learning and virtual classrooms. 

The National Institutional Ranking Framework (NIRF)-2019 of Ministry of Human 
Resource Development (MHRD), GOI ranked TNAU as the second among the State Agricultural 
Universities in India.  Moreover TNAU figured 68th and 44th place in ‘Overall’ and 
‘Universities’ categories, respectively and Ranked 105th in QS-BRICS. The ICAR has accredited 
Tamil Nadu Agricultural University, Coimbatore for a period of five years i.e. up to 31 March 
2023.
